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**These steps enable you to find 
assessment and sales data for the property 
selected.  It also has links to tax bill 
information and comparable properties for 
sales and equity analysis.

• takes you to the property 
assessment information screen with 
links to pull properties for the 
comparison grid

• Pop up box – helpful info to use 
when trying to pick and compare 
properties

• Choose properties to create grid – 3

• Neighborhood – properties 
automatically listed (default)

• Distance – user must click on radio 
button and use drop down to select 
distance 

• Choose your own – enter 3 parcels 
by P.I.N.
